PREFACE

Thematic proceedings consists of selected papers presented at international conference — Rural development politics
[from the perspective of £EU enlargement, organized by the Institute of Agricultural Economics Belgrade - Serbia and
thirteen more institutes from Poland. Czech Republic. Slovakia. Austria, Lithuania and Romania.

With their papers, authors from different scientific fields presented impact of conducted rural development
programs, with expression of overall worry regarding research results of politics confronted with the effectivity of
rural development and their capability to stimulate developmental processes in candidate countries for accession
into EU.

They gave estimation of sustainability of rural development process from the standpoint of improvement of village
population life standard, as well as from the standpoint of used rural development programs in different EU rural
areas. and according to their efficiency and adequacy in overcoming of perceived problems. Of course, whenever it
was possible. critical analysis of specific instruments of EU agricultural and rural development policy is followed
by suitable recommendations necessary for creation of future politics, programs and measures.

Authors almost unanimously pointed the necessity of local resources efficient utilisation, as basis of local
development, parallel with the need to increase number and coordination of common activities conducted at
interregional level.

Papers of authors from Institute of Agricultural Economics are the result of the work at the Project ..Rural
development politics from the perspective of EU enlargement ', which was financed by the Provincial secretariat
of agriculture, water economy and forestry - AP Vojvodina. and papers of foreign authors were presented at this
conference to exchange experiences and to get new knowledge about situation in other EU countries.
